Call to Order
Girard called the OWB meeting to order at 11:33am.
LIVE Update

Girard and Farthing met with the LIVE president a week before the July Board Meeting.  LIVE is making some changes and improvements, however they have been asked to present a plan to become financially sustainable and an overall plan for the future of LIVE at the August Board meeting.  
Girard recessed the OWB meeting at 12:41pm.

Girard reopened the OWB meeting at 1:20pm.

Oregon Certified Sustainable 

OCS is working to create a name and logo.  The Board agreed the certified sustainable mark needs to be one label that includes the vineyard and winery facility.  In the future it may include the addition of fruit and or wine quality standard. 
Minutes Approval

Financials 

Farthing presented a snapshot of the year end financials, including the budget for tourism brochures.  The fiscal year ended June 30, 2007 therefore final budget numbers are not ready.  The final 2006-2007 budget will be presented at the August 2007 Board meeting.

Quarantine
At the April 2007 Board meeting the Board was presented with a proposal to amend the ORS 603-052-1221 Glassy-Winged Sharpshooter Quarantine by removing section 4 (c) (A) to (G).  The reason for doing this is to increase the flexibility of shipping times for dormant, green vines and grafting sticks from CA throughout the year.  The Research Committee was surveyed asking for their input.  Eight people responded, six were in favor if it meant increased shipping times without decreased risk for diseases, and two were opposed.
Institute Report
Adelsheim reported that the creation of an Oregon Wine Institute is moving forward.  There is money in the legislative budget and Oregon wine industry fundraising is going well.  Thayne Dudson, Dean of Oregon State College of Agriculture, needs to report on the amount of funding the institute will receive. 
OVID 
The OWB received a $50,000 risk management grant from the United States Department of Agriculture.  The grant funded the top six OVID priorities:

1. Security patch

2. Access circuit

3. Download circuit

4. Form limits

5. Oregon Department of Agriculture reporting
6. Development tutorials  
The above priorities are completed.  The estimated time for the OVID tool to be functioning and ready for testing is early Fall 2007.  
VAPG II Update
The application for the VAPG II has been submitted.  Results will not likely be known until September 2007.  Farthing and Buckenmeyer are optimistic the OWB will receive the grant for a second year even though points will be deducted since the OWB received this grant in 2006-2007.  

Girard adjourned the meeting at 4:30pm




Chambers moved, Jones seconded to approve the minutes of the May 15, 2007 Oregon Wine Board meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.








Adelsheim moved, McClellan seconded that the Board approve asking the Oregon Department of Agriculture to consider the amendment of removing section 4 (c) (A) to (G) of ORS 603-052-1221 Glassy-Winged Sharpshooter Quarantine for the purpose of making plant material more accessible during the appropriate time.


Discussion: Jones wants to make it clear that the Board is not recommending removal of the full quarantine.


Motion passed unanimously.





Jones moved Peterson-Nedry seconded that the Oregon Certified Sustainable mark be developed such that users provide evidence that both fruit and processing facilities be certified by either LIVE, Oregon Tilth, Demeter USA, or other independent third party sustainability certifying agencies.  Ongoing improvement is an integral requirement of the CS mark.  Motion passed unanimously.
