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History and Methodology

* During Fall of 2017, Survey was designed with input of industry
members, and pre-tested, for the 2018 Report.

* For the 2023 Report there were a total of 137 respondents.
There are filter questions so that producers who do not have
vineyards, tasting rooms, or wineries, can opt out from those
qguestions. This is one reason the number of respondents vary.

* The data were “cleaned” after the survey was closed, which
means that outliers that were clearly errors in responses, are
removed. This includes reporting an hourly wage when a salary
wage Is requested, and vice versa.
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Notes on Interpreting the Results

 This is not a random sample - organizations have to choose to
respond. The assumption is that you will need to decide how to
use the data. Given the extraordinary breadth and depth of
production levels and types of organizations, for many, this
may be aspirational — but it is important to have this data.

* There are a number of places where the number of data points
is very low, with fewer than 5 respondents in a cell. In those
cases, | recommend caution in assuming that those are
reliable.

* However, one can also look at the overall average, averages
from other cells, and decide how comfortable one is with that
».information.
